cue notes:

Music notation is about the system of
written music. Vocal music, like
Down in the Valley to Pray, some-
times includes a section that may be
sung a cappella (without accompani-
ment). These chorals often have a
piano part for rehearsal only.

The accompaniment part may be no-
tated in cue size. Cue size notes are

about 65-75% percent the size of nor-

mal notes. Ultimately music notation,
like any language, is hopefully about
clarity.
